Advanced Placement (AP)

Advanced Placement (AP) is a program created by the College Board which offersleedegerricula
andexaminations to high school students. American colleges and universities may grant placement and
course credit to students who obtain high scores on the examinations. Hartford Public Schools offers
open access to AP courses. Open access allows studergnigiguardians, and HPS staff to

collaboratively determine readiness for AP coursework.

Dual Enrollment (DE)

Dual enroliment (DE) programs allow students to be enrolled in two separate, academically related
institutions. It refers to high schostudents taking college or university courses on the campus of the
college/university. Courses are often offered after high school hours and classes are often comprised of
college freshmen. This enables students to pursue an advanced curriculum reletagit individual
postsecondary interests.

Early College Experience (ECE)

Concurrent Enroliment (CE)/Early College Experience (ECE) is defined as credit hours earned when a high
school student is taking a college course for college credit, during thesbiigiol day, on the high school
campus, taught by a qualified high school instructor. This enables students to pursue an advanced
curriculum relevant to their individual postsecondary interests. For example, Early College Experience
(ECE) is a concurrentmliment opportunity through the University of Connecticut.

International Baccdaureate (IB)

IB Diploma Programmaas established to provide a challenging and comprehensive education that
would enable students to understand and manage the complexities of the world and provide them with
skills and attitudes for taking responsible action for the future. 1B is rootétkibelief that students

who are equipped to make a more just and peaceful world need an education that crosses disciplinary,
cultural, national and geographical boundaries. Colleges/universities determine college level course
equivalency on an individlaasis.
